La SEOP celebra en Denia su reunién anual con gran éxito

de participacion

La Sociedad Espafiola de Odontopediatria (SEOP) ha
celebrado en Denia, durante los dias 14, 15 y 16 de mayo,
su trigésima séptima reunion anual. Un encuentro que ha
tenido como sede las instalaciones del Hotel Marriott La
Sella-Denia y ha contado con 384 asistentes nacionales y
extranjeros, entre los que se encontraban tanto profesio-
nales como alumnos de posgrado y grado y 24 ponentes.

Paralelamente, tuvo lugar la exposicién y defensa de
las comunicaciones libres en forma de comunicacién
oral y péster, asi como cuatro talleres con una asistencia
media de 50 participantes. Ademads, de un curso de higie-
nistas con un total de 38 asistentes.

Segtin comenta la doctora y presidenta de esta trigési-
ma séptima reunion anual de la SEOP, Ana Gandia Fran-
co, “se han superado con creces la previsiones marcadas
inicialmente”. Esta reunion se ha caracterizado por ser
un congreso “a la carta”, como apunta Ana Gandia, que
explica que “cada congresista ha podido elegir los temas
que mas le han interesado”.

En este congreso se ha tratado desde la odontologia
del bebé, donde ya se estd ensefiando sobre la higiene en
los primeros meses de vida, hasta patologias importantes
como nifios con paladar fisurado o labio lepodino, pasan-
do por una amplia gama de temas.

Respecto a las comunicaciones presentadas en este con-
greso, se demuestra, a juicio de la presidenta de esta trigé-
simo séptima reunién anual de la SEOP, “el gran trabajo y
el interés investigador en el drea odontopedidtrica que se va
fraguando en todas las universidades espafiolas”.

El primer dia empez6 con la ponencia de la doctora
Ana Tejero, y siguieron los doctores Vanesa Paredes, Luz
Aguild, José Luis Gandia, Agustin Pascual, Arturo Vela,
Manuel Roman e Ignacio Morales.

Concluy6 con la conferencia inaugural de Pepe Cres-
po, socio-director del Instituto de Prionomia, que permite
optimizar el pensamiento analitico, estratégico, ejecuti-
vo y creativo, de forma rdpida y efectiva. Es profesor
de Estrategia y Creatividad en la Universidad Cardenal
Herrera CEU.

Tras la ponencia inaugural, se procedi6 al acto de
inauguracién oficial de esta trigésimo séptima reunién

anual de la SEOP celebrada en Denia. En primer lugar
intervino la alcaldesa de la ciudad anfitriona, Ana Krin-
ge, quien dio la bienvenida a todos los asistentes a este
congreso.

quien manifestd sentirse muy orgullosa por la excelente
respuesta que ha tenido esta trigésima séptima reunién
anual de la SEOP, agradeciendo a todas las personas y
entidades publicas o privadas que han colaborado, en
especial al Comité Organizador y al Ayuntamiento de
Denia, “se haya podido realizar este congreso y de una
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forma asequible”. Y concluy¢ la doctora Gandia dando a
conocer que se le pidid a su majestad la reina dofia Leti-
zia que fuera la presidenta de honor y su respuesta llego
a través de carta en la que comunicaba su aceptacion.

Tomo6 también la palabra la doctora y presidenta de
la SEOP, Olga Cortés, quien destacé que uno de los
principales objetivos de esta entidad es “ofrecer a todos
sus miembros una formacion continuada de calidad, no
solamente a los que hacemos odontopediatria, sino tam-
bién a aquellos que estan interesados en el bienestar del
nifio”. En este sentido, Cortés destac6 que desde la SEOP
“nos proponemos cada vez mds buscar una actualizacion
de la odontopediatria, pero sobre todo tener una vision
multidisciplinar”. Asimismo, se manifestd convencida
de que se iban a superar las expectativas programadas,
sobre todo por la excelencia clinica de los ponentes par-
ticipantes y también por “el nivel tan alto y tan elevado
de las comunicaciones que se han presentado”, concluyé
Olga Cortés.

Cerr6 el acto, dando por inaugurada esta XXXVII
Reunion de la SEOP, el secretario autondmico de Sani-
dad de la Generalitat Valenciana, Luis Ibafez, quien
destacé que la Administracion que €l representaba estd
trabajando en programas de salud bucodental infantil
con el objetivo fundamental de “impulsar la adopcién
de hébitos de alimenticios y de higiene dental desde los
primeros meses de vida y durante toda la infancia y la
adolescencia, detectando los factores de riesgo o los
problemas de salud oral de forma precoz para realizar
las intervenciones terapéuticas adecuadas”. Concluida la
inauguracion oficial del congreso, se ofrecié un céctel de
bienvenida para los asistentes en la zona de relax y ocio
de la piscina del Hotel Marriott La Sella.

En el segundo dia de congreso intervino el doctor y
profesor de Odontologia Pediatrica de la Universidad
de California, Francisco J. Ramos-Gémez, quien habl6
sobre prevencién, método Cambra y odontologia mini-
mamente invasiva, y explico que es esencial que se tome
un enfoque “multidisciplinario” para la implantacién e
integracion de la salud bucodental en la “atenciéon médica
primaria”.

También intervinieron los doctores Paloma Pérez
Prieto, Paloma Planells del Pozo, Asuncion Mendoza
Mendoza, Miguel Mifiana, Carlos Zufiga y se realizo el
homenaje péstumo al doctor Carlos Garcia Ballesta por
su trabajo y trayectoria profesional.

Finaliz6 la tarde con la realizacion de la asamblea
anual de la SEOP.

La tercer y ultima jornada cont6 con la ponencia del
doctor Giovanni Olivi, quien hablé sobre la aplicacién
del laser en Odontopediatria. Ademads, durante toda la
maifiana, se realiz6 un curso para higienistas y auxiliares,
cuyos ponentes fueron los doctores Carlos Bellot, Natalia
Zamora, Beatriz Tarazona, Daniele Garcovich y Mila-
gros Adobes, un taller de fotografia dental organizado
por Fotolandia y otro de estética con composites patro-
cinado por Micerium.

La conferencia de clausura la impartieron dos profe-
sionales de gran prestigio en la Odontopediatria espa-
flola, el doctor Rafael Mifiana y la doctora M.* Carmen
Navarro, considerada como “la madre” de la especialidad
por parte de la mayoria de las odontopediatras, y espe-
cialmente por los valencianos.
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The annual reunion of the SEOP in Denia was a huge success

The Spanish Society of Pediatric Dentistry (SEOP)
held in Denia during May 14, 15 and 16 its 37" annual
reunion. The meeting was held in the Hotel Marriott La
Sella-Denia and it was attended by a total of 384 nation-
als and foreigners who were both professionals and
undergraduate/postgraduate students, in addition to the
24 speakers.

As the same time, there was a presentation of free
communications in the form of oral communications and
posters, as well as four workshops with an average turn-
out of 50 participants. There was, in addition, a course
for hygienists that was attended by a total of 38 people.

According to the doctor and president of this
37" annual reunion of the SEOP, Ana Gandia Franco,
the initial expectations were significantly exceeded. This
meeting was characterized by being an “a la carte” con-
gress, as pointed out by Ana Gandia who explained that
every participant of the congress was able to choose the
subjects that were of most interest to them.

The congress dealt from dentistry for babies, which
teaches hygiene in the first months of life, to more seri-
ous pathologies such as children with cleft lips or palates,
in addition to many other subjects.

The communications presented at this congress reflect,
according to the President of the 37™ annual reunion of
the SEOP, “the great effort and interest in investigation
that there is in the area of pediatric dentistry that is being
built up in all Spanish universities”.

The first day started with a presentation by Dra. Ana
Tejero, who was followed by Drs. Vanesa Paredes, Luz
Aguild, José Luis Gandia, Agustin Pascual, Arturo Vela,
Manuel Romén and Ignacio Morales.

The day concluded with Pepe Crespo’s first lecture.
He is a Member-Director of the Prionomia Institute that
optimizes analytic, strategic, executive and creative
thinking in a fast and effective manner. He is a professor
of Strategy and Creativity in the Universidad Cardenal
Herrera CEU.

After the opening speech, the official opening cere-
mony took place of this 37" annual reunion of the SEOP
in Denia. The mayoress of our host city was the first to
speak, Ana Kringe, who welcomed all the attendees
to the congress.

After this, the president of the Organizing Commit-
tee of the congress spoke, Dra. Ana Gandia, who said
she was very proud of the excellent response to the 37"
annual reunion of the SEOP, and she thanked everyone

who had helped, the public and private bodies who coop-
erated, and in particular the Organizing Committee and
Denia’s Town Hall, adding that they had made the con-
gress not only possible but affordable too. Dr. Gandia
concluded that her majesty Queen Letizia had been asked
to be the honorary president and her letter of acceptance
had been received.

Olga Cortés, doctor and president of the SEOP also
addressed participants, stressing that one of the main
objectives of the entity was to offer all its members con-
tinuous quality training not only for those in pediatric
dentistry, but also for those who were interested in chil-
dren’s welfare. Moreover, Cortés highlighted that the

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SEOP increasingly strives not only to be completely up
to date in matters regarding pediatric dentistry, but also
to have multidisciplinary vision. She concluded that she
was convinced that the expectations that had been set
were going to be exceeded, especially given the clinical
excellence of the speakers participating in the congress,
and the extremely high standard of the communications
that had been presented.

After the closure of the ceremony, and given that
the XXXVII Meeting of the SEOP had been inaugurat-
ed, the Autonomous Health Secretary for the Region of
Valencia, Luis Ibafiez spoke, highlighting that the pub-
lic body he was representing was working on oroden-
tal health programs and that the main objective was to
encourage the adoption of dietary and dental hygiene
habits from the first months of life and during infan-
cy and adolescence, to detect risk factors or oral health
problems early on in order to carry out the appropriate
therapeutic response. Once the official inauguration of
the congress had concluded, a welcome cocktail was
served for participants in the pool and leisure area of the
Hotel Marriott La Sella.

During the second day of the congress, the doctor and
professor of Pediatric Dentistry from the University of
California, Francisco J. Ramos-Gémez spoke on Pre-
vention, the Cambra Method and Minimally Invasive
Dentistry, explaining that a “multidisciplinary” focus is
essential when implementing and integrating orodental
health in primary health care.

Drs. Paloma Pérez Prieto, Paloma Planells del Pozo,
Asuncién Mendoza Mendoza, Miguel Mifiana, Carlos
Zuiiiga also spoke, and a posthumous tribute was paid to
Dr. Carlos Garcia Ballesta for his work and professional
career.

The afternoon concluded with the annual assembly
of the SEOP.

During the third and last day, Dr. Giovanni Olivi gave
a presentation on the Use of Laser in Pediatric Dentistry.
In addition, throughout the morning there was a course
for hygienists and auxiliaries, and the speakers were Drs.
Carlos Bellot, Natalia Zamora, Beatriz Tarazona, Daniele
Garcovich and Milagros Adobes. There was also a work-
shop on Dental Photography organized by Fotolandia
and another Aesthetic workshop on composite that was
sponsored by Micerium.

The closing ceremony was led by two very prestigious
figures in Spanish Pediatric Dentistry, Dr. Rafael Mifiana
and Dr. M.* Carmen Navarro, considered the “mother”
of the specialty by most pediatric dentists and especially
those from Valencia.

Cuando el Gobierno de Israel eliminé los progra-
mas de atencién odontoldgica en 1980, Trudi Birger,
microbidloga y sobreviviente del holocausto, encontrd
una motivacioén para dedicar su vida al bienestar de los
demads y fund6 Dental Volunteers for Israel (DVI) (1).
DVI es una clinica sin fines de lucro que ofrece educa-
cién en salud oral y atencidn gratuita a nifios y jovenes en
situacién de riesgo social sin importar su origen, raza o
religion (2). Actualmente, inspirados en su compromiso,
DVI continda prestando servicios de atencién odontol6-
gica de manera gratuita a las familias menos privilegia-
das de Jerusalén (3).

Los nifios y jovenes provenientes de los estratos
socio-econdémicos mds bajos son particularmente mas
propensos a padecer problemas dentales severos debido
a una mala alimentacién y la falta de hébitos de higiene
oral (4). De la poblacién total infantil de Israel, el 25%
vive en extrema pobreza y es en estos nifios donde se
producen el 80% de todas las caries (1,4). La falta de
posibilidad de tener cuidados dentales afecta directamen-
te el éxito en el rendimiento escolar y consecuentemente
el acceso de adolescentes a los estudios superiores, situa-
cién que los destina a seguir en la pobreza (1,3).

Mais de 3.000 nifios y jévenes son tratados en la clini-
cadesde la edad de 4 hasta 26 afios (3). DVI trabaja junto
con muchas otras organizaciones benéficas sin fines de
lucro que se encargan de dar apoyo a jévenes sin hogar
y nifios victimas del abuso y maltrato infantil (1). DVI
acepta pacientes referidos del programa “jévenes en ries-
g0’ de la municipalidad de Jerusalén, cuyos trabajadores
sociales fueron quienes pidieron a DVI extender la edad
maxima de atencién hasta los 26 afios (1).

DVI ofrece de manera gratuita a todos los pacientes
un cepillo de dientes, pasta dental, educacién sobre salud
oral (cada 6 meses durante el tiempo que el paciente acuda
a la clinica para tratarse) y tratamiento dental de calidad
(2,4). El nivel de afectacion por caries muchas veces es
alarmante, pero el nivel de satisfaccion es enorme al ver
los resultados una vez finalizados los tratamientos (1,2).

Los odontélogos voluntarios son un pilar fundamen-
tal para el éxito del programa (4). Cada afio asisten

entre 130 y 150 odont6logos voluntarios provenientes
de diferentes paises del mundo, dispuestos a donar su
tiempo para colaborar con los mas necesitados (1). DVI
acepta a dentistas con un minimo de 2 afos de expe-
riencia profesional; dentistas generales, especialistas en
odontopediatria, endodoncia, cirugia oral, periodoncia
y proétesis (1,2).

La clinica DVI dispone de 6 sillones dentales equi-
pados con tecnologia avanzada, radiologia digital y
materiales dentales que han sido donados por compa-
fifas odontoldgicas internacionalmente reconocidas para
ofrecer tratamientos de la mejor calidad a los pacientes
(1,4). También cuenta con un grupo de auxiliares den-
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tales e higienistas altamente cualificados y multilingiies
que estan dirigidos por el Dr. Roy Petel, DMD, PhD
especialista en Odontopediatria y profesor en Hadassah
School of Dental Medicine (2).

Gracias a la colaboracion de dentistas voluntarios y
donativos por parte de fundaciones, compaififas denta-
les y amigos solidarizados con esta buena causa, sigue
siendo posible llevar a cabo esta gran labor en la actua-
lidad (1,3).

La clinica DVI es un gran ejemplo de buena voluntad
y de convivencia. Sus servicios se centran en cuidar con
éxito a los pacientes, en la prevencion de la enfermedad
y en la aceptacién de la diversidad (3).

When the government of Israel eliminated the dental
care programs in 1980, Trudi Birger, microbiologist and
holocaust survivor, found a reason to dedicate her life
to the wellbeing of others and, in addition, she founded
Dental Volunteers for Israel (DVI) (1). DVIis a non-prof-
it clinic that offers education in oral health and free care
for children and youngsters who are at risk of social
seclusion regardless of their origin, race or religion (2).
Currently, unwavering in their commitment, DVI contin-
ues providing free dental care services to underprivileged
families in Jerusalem (3).

The children and teenagers from the lowest socio-eco-
nomic levels are more likely to suffer severe dental
problems due to poor food and poor oral hygiene hab-
its (4). Of the total child population of Israel, 25 % live
in extreme poverty and it is in these children that 80%
of all caries arise (1,4). Given the unlikelihood of receiv-

ing any dental care, their school performance is directly
affected and, as a result, the access of these teenagers to
higher education, which destines them to continue living
in poverty (1,3).

More than 3000 children and teenagers are treated in
the clinic from the age of 4 to 26 years (3). DVI Works
together with many other charities that support homeless
teenagers and children who are the victims of child abuse
and mistreatment (1). DVI accepts patients referred from
the Youth at Risk program of the municipality of Jeru-
salem, whose social workers were those to ask DVI to
extend the maximum age for care to 26 years (1).

DVI offers all patients a free toothbrush, tooth paste
and oral care education (every 6 months while the
patient is attending the clinic for treatment) and qual-
ity dental treatment (2,4). The level of caries severity
is very often alarming but the level of satisfaction is

enormous on seeing the results once the treatment has
been finished (1,2).

Volunteer dentists are a fundamental pillar for the suc-
cess of the program (4). Each year between 130- 150 vol-
unteer dentists from different countries around the world,
are prepared to give their time in order to cooperate with

the most needy (1). DVI accepts dentists with a minimum
of two years professional experience, general dentists,
specialists in pediatric dentistry, endodontists, oral sur-
geons, periodontists and prosthetics (1,2).

The DVI clinic has 6 dental chairs that are equipped
with the latest advanced technology, digital radiology
and dental material that has been donated by inter-
nationally recognized dental companies in order to
offer patients treatment of the best quality (1,4). There
is also a group of highly qualified and multilingual
dental auxiliaries and hygienists who are directed by
Dr. Roy Petel, DMD, PhD specialist in Pediatric Den-
tistry and professor of the Hadassah School of Dental
Medicine (2).

Thanks to the cooperation of volunteer dentists and
donations by foundations, and the dental companies and
friends who support this good cause, carrying out this
wonderful work is still possible (1,3).

DVlis a great example of goodwill and social harmo-
ny.
